What is the Public Service degree?

• The A.S. in Public Service (traditional) is a public sector management degree.  

Program graduates either transfer to four-year university or enter the 

workforce to work in city, county, state or federal government or in the non-

profit sector. 

• The A.S. in Public Service (legal case management) is a degree that prepares 

students to work in a legal position.  Students may also transfer to a four-year 

university and pursue fields such as criminal justics or political science. 



Curriculum

• Knowledge based – students learn public sector finance, human resource 

management, grant-writing and public administration. 

• Skill-based – students learn practical skills in budget preparation, public 

management and making public policy

• Courses in public law, public administration, public sector finance, leadership 

and human resource management
