Print: The Periodical Index, found throughout the Library, lists over 200 periodical titles. Periodicals and
journals are shelved alphabetically by title.

Electronic Access: The following databases provide professional level journal articles. Both subject and
keyword searching are available with indexes geared to the terminology of multidisciplinary fields.

subjects, including general reference, business, health and more.
